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I wanted to let you know personally
how much I enjoyed the clinic. I thank
God for your teaching. I can remember
walking away from the clinic in Pine
Bluff a couple of years ago thinking,
“This is great stuff, but how on earth am
I ever going to put it into practice?”
I walked away from Fort Smith with a
head full of practical knowledge about
how to implement FAITH in our
church. My head is swimming with ideas
and my enthusiasm seems to be conta-
gious. We have a LOT of work to do
between now and August, and we are
getting started right now.

I want to thank you for your example
and all the extra free stuff you threw in
for those of us who are rookies. I'll be in
touch with you in the next couple of
weeks about coming to your church on a
Sunday afternoon and going out with
your FAITH teams. May God grant you
an abundant harvest this semester!

FAITH Clinic Revision!
We have learned much about FAITH during the

past six years. We have learned that FAITH really
works! During clinics taught beginning in 1998, we
highlighted the process of training persons in evan-
gelism sixteen sessions and made many assumptions
regarding the work of Sunday School. We also dis-

covered that many church leaders who attended FAITH Training were not
prepared to start or effectively strengthen the Strategy once they returned
to their church.

You will want to know that starting with the FAITH Training Clinic 
conducted this January 2004 in Daytona Beach, Florida, the clinic experience
has been revised.

Objectives of the FAITH Clinic
❖ Help clinicians understand actions to strengthen the Sunday School and

implications of connecting evangelism to the Sunday School
❖ Model the teaching of the sixteen training sessions so clinicians can effec-

tively share the gospel during visitation and that pastors can know how to
train their participants

❖ Help clinicians know their role in starting and strengthening the Sunday
School FAITH Strategy in their church

The Clinic experience spends more time now in addressing how a church is
designed to do Kingdom work, how the Sunday School can best accomplish
the open group strategy of the church, and how FAITH is designed to help the
church put a spotlight on and strengthen evangelism, ministry and discipleship.

Ingredients of FAITH Training
that will be Heightened During the Clinic:

Church Model and Process – Church leaders and members will understand
the assignments for a Kingdom focused church and the strategies designed to
help fulfil this assignment. All participants will understand how FAITH is
designed as the best practice for implementing Kingdom focused work.

Prayer – All participants will be awakened to the vital role of prayer as 

foundational to the Sunday School FAITH Evangelism Strategy.
Role of Pastor - The clinic will focus on the Pastor’s role in modeling evan-

gelism, ministry and discipleship by teaching Team Learners, and in champi-
oning and leading the strategy of Sunday School.

Three Kinds of Visits – All participants will understand how to make and
strengthen evangelism, ministry and opinion poll visits as part of this Strategy.

Analogies of FAITH as a “journey,” a “spotlight,” and the “Marriage”
of Sunday School with evangelism are heightened throughout the clinic to
help participants strengthen their open group/Sunday School strategy.

Aspects of all sixteen sessions of FAITH training are modeled.
Administration of FAITH - All participants will understand the general

actions that must take place in starting as well as strengthening Sunday School
in their church.

Discipleship - All participants will understand that Sunday School FAITH is
a multiplier process designed to model 2 Timothy 2:1-2.

Your Job as a FAITH Multiplier
❖ Sunday School FAITH is a personal, spiritual journey that is reflected in the

work of the church. Focus on the need for a freshness in our own relation-
ship with the God who cannot be seen but Who we trust through the
redemptive actions of His Son, Jesus Christ. FAITH focuses on a freshness
in trusting God to work through you and through His church.

❖ Be in a learning relationship with your church regarding the impact and
challenges of Sunday School FAITH. You are a chosen “disciple maker”
regarding the impact of starting and strengthening Sunday School FAITH.

❖ Help other pastors and church leaders
understand the components needed to
start, restart or strengthen the Strategy.
Encourage pastors who attended a clinic
before 2004 to attend a clinic as a “veteran”
and to bring other persons with him.
Encourage pastors who have not attended a
FAITH Clinic to make plans with others
from his church to attend.

❖ Discover and follow up with pastors and/or
key church leaders who are interested in
focusing on our Kingdom assignment. Let
them know what God is doing to and
through FAITH!
