Early
onin FAITH, as does everyone, | struggled to keep up with the administration of this great process.

Somewhere around semester three, | began to catch the true heart of God for FAITH -- FAITH is
about growing the kingdom of God, not simply about growing your church or my church. | realized
we had to multiply FAITH beyond Emmanuel Baptist Church. The Apostle Paul said in Acts 20:25
“Wherever | have gone | have preached the kingdom of God.” It was at this point | began to be
burdened for other churches that wanted to see the kingdom grow. Out of this burden, Emmanuel
Baptist Church began a ministry called FAITH ABROAD.

This ministry has four smple goals:

* REACHING NEW CHURCHES - In | Corinthians 3:10 “Paul wanted to lay the foundation.” It
is our responsibility to give FAITH to every church in our world. Who can forget the first Fort
Bragg experience with Brother Bobby? | will never forget the night walk, and the commitment
| made to God to take FAITH to the world.

* RECONNECTING WITH CHURCHES - The numbers concerning churches that have been
FAITH trained, but are not currently using FAITH are startling. Often we find the church did
not properly prepare to do FAITH. These churches were not equipped for the work or for the
spiritual warfare. In these churches we help to organize the work of the kingdom.

* REKINDLING THE CHURCH - In 2 Timothy 1:6, Paul to Timothy “To stir up the gift of God
which isinyou.” Many times the FAITH team rekindles the hearts of churches through revivals
and outreach as our teams pound the streets with on the job training.

* RESCUING THE CHURCH - We are reminded in Galatians 6:1-2 “Bear one another’s burdens.”
There are many pastors who want to do FAITH but do not have the spiritual support they need.
This means you and | must spend time ministering and mentoring those who are called to grow
the kingdom.

The cost of such aministry is great. Our church has learned there will be long hours and little if
any financial compensation. However, God's blessings have been even greater than the cost. The
Lord will blessyour church in such away that you will not be able to handle all God will do for you.
Yes, | must admit my hair has begun to gray in this race, but the sacrifice is worth it because every
time you see a church turn around, you know the work has been worth it.
