New FAITH Training 
Option Being Developed

In the fall of 2004, a pilot project 
was initiated in Georgia to provide 
the FAITH Training Clinic experi-
ence on an associational/local level. The plan provides FAITH 
training to pastors/churches closer to home and allows a more 
fl exible teaching schedule (same content at adjustable times). 
Nine Georgia FFMs were selected and trained to be Lead Teach-
ers for the Associational FAITH Training Clinics project. As of 
June 30, 2005, we have conducted seven Associational FAITH 
Training Clinics in Georgia. Twelve Georgia Associations have 
been represented. Twenty-seven pastors/churches have been 
trained. We continue to schedule National FAITH Clinics and 
Institutes each year across the nation. The Associational FAITH 
Training Clinic was developed to train pastors in areas we 
are not able to conduct a clinic. Each Associational FAITH 
Training Clinic is approved by the FAITH Ministry at 
LifeWay. We are working on the details to expand the 
Associational FAITH Training Clinic concept to other areas 
in the near future. FFMs who want more information or are 
interested in being trained as a Lead Teacher for Associational 
FAITH Training Clinics, please send communication to James 
Walker at james.walker@lifeway.com.
