
FAITH Discipleship . . . 
Recently I was surprised to find out

how many pastors are unaware of the
discipleship possibilities of FAITH

Sunday School Evangelism Strategy®. Some of the pastors
had dropped FAITH or were considering other programs
because they had failed to see the strategy. FAITH is more
than an evangelism program. Through several levels, 
it becomes an evangelistic life building and church 
growth strategy. As a FAITH Force Multiplier, you can
impact FAITH churches by helping them understand the
necessity of moving through the multiple levels of FAITH.

With only offering the first level of FAITH, there is the
attitude of a program. Many churches teach FAITH just
like every other evangelism program. Evangelism then is
relegated to a set period of time which becomes repetitive.
Although the teams may come from the same Sunday
School class, the overall effect or connection is minimal
and the drop-out rate is high.

Adding Building Bridges Through FAITH:
The Journey Continues begins to include the Sunday
School a little more in-depth and strengthens the Team
Leaders in their work. Some celebration begins to occur in
corporate worship. The framework is starting to be imple-
mented that will establish FAITH as a strategy, instead of
just a program. The impact is still limited at this level.

FAITH Discipleship completes the cycle. Now the
strategy has the possibility of impacting the entire church
at every level as you build Great Commission Christians.
FAITH Discipleship is designed to not only impact the
existence and knowledge of the Christian walk but to
model a Christ-like life. Both FAITH Advanced and
Discipleship are designed to run simultaneously with
FAITH Basic. Currently there are six different offerings in
the discipleship level.

Sharing a Living FAITH

Tools allow us to rebuild
and rediscover relationships with God, family,
neighbors, and our community, while learning to
claim lives for Christ in our daily witness.

began and how their members are recruited gave our
folks good insight. It saddened our people to see
how many people are involved in following false
beliefs and how much devotion these cults have for
such a lost cause. I believe it sobered our people to
realize how much they need to know what the Bible
says in order to give an answer to those involved in
cults. The focus of FAITH Reaching Out To Cults is
what we believe as Christians who know and follow
Jesus Christ. This has strengthened what we believe
about the Word of God and its life-changing mes-
sage. The strongest point in dealing with cults is to
be firmly grounded in your own beliefs.

On several occasions during the course of the
semester, different
groups reported
that they were
thankful for that
week’s lesson. The
reason for their
thankfulness was
that they were
actually able to
witness to a mem-
ber of the cultic
group which had
been studied that
week – divine
appointments!
