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PRAYING FOR LABORERS

1. Pray for the youth and adults of your church to be sensi-
tive to the call of the Holy Spirit to missionary service.

2. Pray for your children to be called into the harvest.
3. Pray for college and seminary students to learn God’s spe-

cific plans for their lives.
4. Pray for evangelists and pastors God may call to places of

greater need.
5. Pray about your involvement in the harvest.
