Dr. John Santelli, a
Columbia University public health professor and the lead author of arecent analysis of
the decline, attributes about half the drop to teens saying no to intercourse.

As part of our church’s True Love Waits ceremony, we will introduce “ Takes the Town,”
anew phase of the True Love Waits campaign that encourages cities to take a unified,
community-wide approach to promoting sexual abstinence by involving schools,
government, businesses, churches, health organizations and others.
